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Black shares power with House Republicans

Making good on his promise to give Republicans a major voice in the governance of the chamber, House Speaker Jim Black this week appointed the leaders and members of 28 committees in ways that largely reflect the 62-58 Democrat-Republican split in the House. Black named a Republican co-chair of the Appropriations Committee, Gregg Thompson of Spruce Pine, and the Finance Committee, Monroe Buchanan of Green Mountain. He also appointed an equal number of Democrats and Republicans to the two redistricting committees.

House Appropriations will have 43 Democrats and 43 Republicans, while Finance will have 16 Democrats and 14 Republicans. However, Democrats will have effective control of both the key committees because House rules make the three top Democratic leaders (Speaker Black of Matthews, Speaker Pro Tem Joe Hackney of Chapel Hill and Majority Leader Phil Baddour of Goldsboro) ex officio members of most committees or subcommittees.

Black reappointed Reps. Ruth Easterling (D-Mecklenburg) and David Redwine (D-Brunswick) as co-chairs of Appropriations, and he appointed Rep. Pete Oldham (D-Forsyth) and Thompson (R-Mitchell) as the other co-chairs. Reps. Gordon Allen (D-Person) and Paul Luebke (D-Durham) were reappointed co-chairs of the Finance Committee, along with new co-chairs William Wainwright (D-Craven) and Buchanan. Last session the two committees each had three Democratic co-chairs.

The redistricting committees (one will redraw congressional districts and one will redraw legislative districts) each has 16 Democratic and 16 Republican members. Reps. Ed McMahan (R-Mecklenburg) and Thomas Wright (D-New Hanover) are co-chairs of the Congressional Redistricting Committee. Black also appointed what he called four "regional chairs" of the Congressional Redistricting Committee -- Reps. Martha Alexander (D-Mecklenburg), Dewey Hill (D-Columbus), Jerry Dockham (R-Davidson), and Gregg Thompson (R-Mitchell). 

The Legislative Redistricting Committee will be led by Reps. Larry Justus (R-Henderson) and Ronnie Sutton (D-Robeson). It has eight regional chairs: Reps. Phil Baddour (D-Wayne), Andy Dedmon (D-Cleveland), Beverly Earle (D-Mecklenburg), Joe Hackney (D-Orange), Jim Gulley (R-Mecklenburg), Danny McComas (R-New Hanover), Richard Morgan (R-Moore), and Wilma Sherrill (R-Buncombe).

The complete list of leaders and members of all 28 House committees is at the end of this document.

Easley appoints his people to the Board of Transportation
Gov. Mike Easley on Wednesday named 19 proposed appointees to the State Board of Transportation, his first real opportunity to place his imprint on transportation issues. Among the appointees is Nancy Dunn of Winston-Salem, a member of the NCCBI Board of Directors. Reappointed to the board was Doug Gaylon of Greensboro, a member of NCCBI's committees. 
"I am confident that these citizens will help me fulfill my vision of one North Carolina by building an integrated transportation system that allows all areas of the state to prosper," said Easley. "This board has the combined expertise necessary to meet North Carolina's greatest transportation challenges-which include highway maintenance, mass transit to help relieve congestion in our urban areas, and building the infrastructure that will allow our rural areas to attract new industry."
Under legislation passed by the General Assembly last year, the size of the board was reduced from 26 to 19 voting members, all appointed by the governor. The board now will consist of 14 members representing each of the state's highway divisions and five at-large members with expertise in specific areas. The secretary of Transportation serves as an ex-officio member of the board. 
Members representing divisions 1, 3, 5, 7, 9, 11, and 13 and the three at-large members with expertise in the environment, state ports and aviation, and finance will serve four-year terms. Members representing highway divisions 2, 4, 6, 8, 10, 12, and 14 and the two at-large members with expertise in rural transportation and mass transit will first serve two-year terms and four-year terms thereafter. 
As required by the new law, the governor has sent the names of the proposed appointees to the Joint Legislative Transportation Oversight Committee for review. The appointees are:

u Division 1 -- Paul Waff of Edenton will represent Bertie, Camden, Chowan, Currituck, Dare, Gates, Hertford, Hyde, Martin, Northampton, Pasquotank, Perquimans, Tyrrell and Washington counties. Waff is owner of Waff Contracting Inc., a contracting firm specializing in heavy commercial and industrial construction.

u Division 2 -- Collice Moore of Greenville will represent Beaufort, Carteret, Craven, Greene, Jones, Lenoir, Pamlico and Pitt counties. He has served on the Board since 1997. Moore is a 1961 graduate of N.C. State University and owns a real estate business. He served on the Meredith College Board of Trustees and as president of the Pitt County Board of Realtors.

u Division 3-- Lanny Wilson of Wilmington will represent Brunswick, Duplin, New Hanover, Onslow, Pender and Sampson counties. Wilson, an attorney, currently serves as president of Intracoastal Properties, Inc. a real estate development company. He also is a managing partner of Wilson Brothers Partnership, a real estate holding company, and managing partner of Esquire Properties, Inc. an investment company.

u Division 4- Clark Jenkins of Tarboro will represent Edgecombe, Halifax, Johnston, Nash, Wayne and Wilson counties. He has served on the Board since 1993. Since 1997, Jenkins has worked with W.S. Clark Farms in Tarboro, a farm management company. He is former president of Royster Clark, Inc., a fertilizer manufacturer and distributor of agricultural chemicals and seeds. He is a past member and president of the Edgecombe County Development Corporation. 
u Division 5-- Ty Cox of Durham will represent Durham, Franklin, Granville, Person, Vance, Wake and Warren counties. Cox is a managing partner of Ty Cox & Co. CPAs and a former assistant state auditor.

u Division 6 -- Mac Campbell Jr. of Elizabethtown will represent Bladen, Columbus, Cumberland, Harnett and Robeson counties. Campbell has worked at his family's business, Campbell Oil Co., Inc., since 1968 and serves as president of the company. He is a 1968 graduate of the University of North Carolina at Pembroke. Currently, he serves as a trustee at UNC Pembroke and on the N.C. State University Aid Association Board. 
u Division 7 - Doug Galyon of Greensboro will represent Alamance, Caswell, Guilford, Orange and Rockingham counties. He has served on the Board since 1993. Galyon is the director of Public Affairs at Guilford Mills Inc. He is a member of the Council on Governmental Liaison for the Greensboro Area Chamber of Commerce, Advisory Board for Leadership Greensboro, Spartan Excellence Fund for the University of North Carolina at Greensboro and on the Governmental Liaison Committee for NCCBI. Galyon served on the Greensboro City Council from 1981 to 1984 and has served on the Guilford County Board of Commissioners. 
u Division 8 -- G.R. Kindley of Rockingham will represent Chatham, Hoke, Lee, Montgomery, Moore, Randolph, Richmond and Scotland counties. He has served on the Board since 1993. Kindley served as vice chairman of the Board from 1997 to 2000. Kindley served as mayor of Rockingham from 1977-1997 and is president of Southern Builders Inc. in Rockingham.

u Division 9 -- Nancy Dunn of Winston-Salem will represent Davidson, Davie, Forsyth, Rowan and Stokes counties. Dunn is president and founder of Aladdin Travel and Marketing Planners. She currently serves on the Old Salem Board of Trustees, the NCCBI Board of Directors and the Winston-Salem Alliance Board of Directors. 
u Division 10 -- Ed Dolby of Charlotte will represent Anson, Cabarrus, Mecklenburg, Stanly and Union counties. Dolby is president of Bank of America for North and South Carolina. He is chair of the company's multi-cultural leadership team and a member of the company's commercial and consumer executive team. Dolby earned a degree from Shaw University in 1966 and served in the Peace Corps from 1966 to 1968. He serves on the boards of the N.C. Community Colleges Foundation, Carolinas Partnerships and the Washington, D.C. Martin Luther King, Jr. National Memorial Project Foundation. 
u Division 11 -- Sam Erby Jr. of Granite Falls will represent Alleghany, Ashe, Avery, Caldwell, Surry, Watauga, Wilkes and Yadkin counties. He has served on the Board since 1997. Erby is president of Erby & Associates Inc., a government relations firm. He has served as deputy commissioner of western regional affairs for the N.C. Department of Insurance and was a revenue officer for the N.C. Department of Revenue. He is a licensed contractor and a graduate of Western Piedmont Community College and the University of North Carolina at Charlotte. He is past president of the Granite Falls Optimist Club, Granite Falls Lions Club and serves on the Granite Falls Zoning and Planning Board. 
u Division 12 - Frank Johnson of Statesville will represent Alexander, Catawba, Cleveland, Gaston, Iredell and Lincoln counties. Johnson is president, founder and general manager of JMS Southeast Inc. and president of Statesville Process Instruments in Statesville. He is a 1971 graduate of Belmont Abbey College and currently serves on their Board of Trustees. Johnson is Director of the Greater Statesville Chamber of Commerce and has held leadership positions in ISA, the world's society for measurement and control, headquartered in Research Triangle Park. 
u Division 13 -- Allen Thornburg of Asheville will represent Buncombe, Burke, Madison, McDowell, Mitchell, Rutherford and Yancey counties. Thornburg is an attorney with the firm of Patla, Straus, Robinson & Moore P.A. in Asheville. His practice areas include estate planning and administration and business organizations. His public service includes the following offices: associate chair of the University of North Carolina at Asheville Foundation Board of Directors; Council of Advisors, Warren Wilson College Environmental Leadership Center; Steering Committee, Emerald Land Trust of the Southern Appalachians Highlands Conservancy; and Board of Directors, Opportunity Corporation of Madison-Buncombe Counties. 
u Division 14-- Conrad Burrell of Sylva will represent Cherokee, Clay, Graham, Haywood, Henderson, Jackson, Macon, Polk, Swain and Transylvania counties. Burrell retired in 1998 as Register of Deeds for Jackson County and as a member of the Jackson County Board of Commissioners. Prior to his retirement, he served as legislative chairman, secretary and president of the North Carolina Association of Register of Deeds. A former member of the Board of Trustees at Harris Regional Hospital in Sylva, Burrell currently serves as chair of the Board of Trustees for Southwestern Community College. 
In addition, Gov. Easley proposed five at-large appointments with expertise in specific transportation-related areas. 
u Nina Szlosberg of Raleigh will represent environmental issues. Szlosberg is president of the Conservation Council of North Carolina and chair of the Hillsborough Street Partnership, which is working to improve the historic Hillsborough Street area in Raleigh and promote smart growth along this corridor. Szlosberg also owns NAPRO Communications Inc., an independent television/video production and media consulting company. 
u Cam McRae of Kinston will represent state ports and aviation issues. McRae is the owner/operator and president of Tands Inc., a franchise operating 23 Bojangles' Famous Chicken-N-Biscuits restaurants in Eastern North Carolina. He also is owner and president of C-Store Inc. which operates two convenience stores called RightWay. A graduate of the University of North Carolina in Chapel Hill, McRae is active in many community organizations including the Caswell District of Boy Scouts of America, Kinston/Lenior County Chamber of Commerce and the Kinston Rotary Club. 
u Louis Sewell of Jacksonville will represent rural transportation issues. Sewell retired from Employee of Investors Management Corporation (Golden Corral Corp.) in 2000. He is a 1961 graduate of East Carolina University in Greenville, and served on the ECU Board of Trustees from 1993 to 1995. Sewell also served on the N.C. Board of Transportation from 1982 to 1985 and on several local boards including ABC, Tourism and the Hospital Authority for Onslow County. 

u Margaret Kluttz of Salisbury will represent mass transit issues. She has served on the Board since 1993. A former mayor of Salisbury, Kluttz served as chair of the N.C. Rail Council and as co-chair of the Transit 2001 Commission where she helped develop recommendations on how to improve public transportation across the State. Currently, she serves as a board member for Food Lion Corporation and is past president of the Historic Salisbury Foundation. Kluttz serves as a member of the Regional Transit Authority Task Force and is past president of the Board of Directors for the N.C. Heart Association. 
u Larry Helms of Indian Trail will represent government-related finance and accounting issues. Helms is the owner of Larry S. Helms & Associates Insurance Agency. He is also a retired manager with BellSouth Telecommunications and a retired Lt. Colonel with the North Carolina National Guard. As a member of the Union County Board of Commissioners since 1998, Helms is also a former mayor and town council member of Union Trail. He has served as past president of the North Carolina Telephone Pioneers and the Indian Trail Lions Club.

Moore acts to reassure credit ratings agencies
State Treasurer Richard Moore rushed before the cameras to reassure everyone that, despite the budget emergency declared by Gov. Mike Easley, North Carolina remains financially healthy and in the good graces of all the national credit rating agencies. He issued an extensive statement, which we reprint below:
 
"There has been a lot of discussion about how (Gov. Easley's announcement he was declaring a budget emergency) would affect our state's AAA rating. Since the announcement, our office has consulted with all three rating agencies, Standard and Poor's, Fitch, and Moody's. They all agree, that not only were the actions taken by the governor ... appropriate considering the circumstances, it is exactly the type of action that they expect a top-rated state like North Carolina to take. In my opinion, the plan as presented by the governor does insure maximum flexibility while also guaranteeing that our books will be balanced at the end of this fiscal year. Bob Kurtter with Moody's told us this morning that, "Gov. Easley's actions reflect the reason North Carolina is rated AAA -- quick recognition, honest and realistic appraisal, and a conservative plan of action including contingencies should the problem worsen."

"As to the escrowing of the state's upcoming retirement contributions, we want to assure our retirees around the state that the placing of these funds in escrow will not affect the payment of their monthly retirement checks. Let me repeat -- this will not affect the payment of their monthly retirement checks. Our office and many agencies throughout state government have already received numerous inquiries on this issue. While we understand our retirees' concerns, it is important to point out that the governor's actions yesterday have no practical effect on the system yet. The employer contribution funds will be escrowed so that they can be used if needed, and only if needed, to balance our budget. We are particularly appreciative and comforted by the fact that no monies will be diverted without consulting our office as to the actuarial soundness of our retirement system. In his executive order yesterday, the governor stated, "The office of the state controller, as advised by the state budget officer, is directed to receive the employer portion of retirement contributions for all state-funded retirement systems and to escrow such funds in a special reserve as established by OBSPM. Before taking such action, OBSPM is directed to confirm with the state treasurer that such action will not impair the actuarial integrity of the state retirement system. Return of such receipts shall be made to the retirement system, if possible, after determination that such funds are not necessary to address the deficit." We have no objection to the escrowing of the moneys, but obviously, cannot evaluate the permanent impact until an actual diversion is proposed.

"We are particularly comforted by the fact that the governor has made it known to our office and to the associations that represent the retirement community in North Carolina that he is not in favor of a reduction in the rate of the employer contribution for the state's upcoming biennium (2001-03) budget. This is important because any long-term reduction of employer contributions to the retirement system would, in all likelihood, adversely impact the actuarial soundness of what is currently one of the best retirement systems in the United States.

"In conclusion, we want to reiterate our support of Gov. Easley as he attempts to carry our the difficult constitutional duty of balancing our budget in the most prudent and fiscally responsible way. "

State Government News Briefs

Governor says Internet buying will save state millions
Gov. Mike Easley on Thursday announced an efficiency program that he said could save the state $52.4 million a year by having state agencies buy goods and services over the Internet. He said it will be the first across-the-board e-procurement initiative in the country. 

“Enabling the state to purchase goods and services from a network of vendors in a web-based system will result in a significant cost savings to taxpayers," Easley said. "Corporations are using the enterprise approach across the country and the world. In our tight fiscal environment, we need to look for savings around every possible corner, but this project is not just about saving money, it is about moving forward and renewing our commitment to one North Carolina."

The project was approved at this month’s meeting of the Information Resource Management Commission (IRMC). Last week, a portal contract option was exercised between the Office of Information Technology Services (ITS) and Accenture LLP, with Epylon Corp. This implements a self-funded public/private partnership requiring no state appropriations. The state effort will be a collaboration among the Office of State Controller, the Department of Administration and ITS.

The e-procurement system will integrate and automate the purchase and delivery of goods by state agencies, educational institutions and local governments. Savings arise from more efficient processing and a lower product cost resulting from the state’s aggregated buying, officials said. The private sector's experience is that electronic procurement savies between 3 percent and 10 percent, plus an average 67 percent reduction in order processing costs.

Easley said that, beginning July , the state (including state agencies, universities, school districts, counties and municipalities) will purchase $338 million, or 3 percent of total purchasing, of its goods and services through the e-procurement system. By the third year, the state will spend $1,19 billion, or 12 percent of total purchasing, through the system. 

“Our commitment to this venture ensures that North Carolina will continue to be a leader in information technology,” said Easley. “The success of this e-procurement project will serve as a model for states across the country.”

Employers reminded to post notices
The N.C. Department of Labor wants to remind North Carolina businesses and public agencies with 11 or more employees that they are required to post, during the month of February, a summary of their total job-related injuries and illnesses that occurred during 2000. Employers must post this certified summary throughout the month where notices to employees are displayed. Employees who move among different work sites may be provided a copy of the summary during February. "Even if an establishment has had no occupational injuries, illnesses or fatalities, it is still required to post this OSHA 200 form to inform employees of its good record," said Labor Commissioner Cherie K. Berry. 
While employers with 10 or fewer employees are exempt from this and other OSHA record-keeping requirements, they may be randomly selected to participate in a statewide occupational safety and health statistical survey conducted annually by the labor department. Construction activity statewide declines 16 percent
North Carolina building activity experienced a drop of about $1.2 billion during the first half of 2000 compared with the same time period in 1999, according to estimates compiled by the N.C. Department of Labor. Construction values statewide totaled about $6.4 billion for January through June 2000. That estimate compares to $7.6 billion for the same period in 1999. The residential sector led the way, accounting for about $4.4 billion in overall activity, with commercial projects making up the remainder of the total. The estimate marked a 16 percent decline in construction work for the first six months of 2000 compared to 1999 figures. North Carolina recorded a total of 42,752 residential units for the first six months of last year. In the meantime, a total of 12,117 commercial units were posted. Those figures compare with 58,820 residential units for the same period in 1999, along with 16,964 commercial units. Mecklenburg County experienced about $1.5 billion in construction activity during the six-month period, followed by Wake County with $471 million.


State board warns Robeson Community College of dire consequences
The State Board of Community Colleges has passed a resolution expressing its deep concern over governance of Robeson Community College by its board of trustees. "This is one of the most serious problems to face the Community College System and this board," Dr. G. Herman Porter, chairman of the State Board of Community Colleges, said as he presented the resolution of concern and direction regarding the probationary status of Robeson Community College (RCC). "This is a very serious matter and there is a real possibility that the college could lose its accreditation," he added. 

North Carolina Community College System President H. Martin Lancaster gave the State Board a brief background of the situation that now exists at Robeson Community College. "The trustees have lost sight of the role of a board of trustees, which is to set policy and leave the implementation to the administration," he said. "The board is very politicized and divided."
The Southern Association of Colleges and Schools (SACS) conducted a regular accreditation review of Robeson Community College early last year. The review report stated that SACS felt the college was providing superior academic services but had serious concerns about the governance of the college. Recommendations were given to the RCC board that SACS felt would solve the problems and eliminate their concerns.
The trustees were then directed to provide responses to the SACS recommendations demonstrating they had a plan to address the concerns. However, the responses from the trustees given to SACS were insufficient. Additionally, the comments from the trustees indicated that they apparently did not take the SACS recommendations seriously. In December SACS placed the college on probation for one year for failure to comply with requirements.
If the college fails to provide sufficient responses by this September, RCC could lose its accreditation and that would mean a loss of federal and state funding. "There is recognition of the seriousness of the situation everywhere in the county but the (RCC) board," said Lancaster."
Daryl Mitchell, the student representative to the State Board, asked what would happen to the students’ credits if the college lost its accreditation. Lancaster stated that without accreditation and funding the doors would eventually have to close. "If the trustees tried to keep the doors open with local funds there would still be no accreditation and the credits would not count," he added. "The real victims will be the students," said Mitchell.
After a reading of the resolution by Vice Chair Peter Hans, and more discussion by the State Board, it was unanimously approved. The resolution directs the RCC Board of Trustees to submit to the State Board, at its next meeting on Feb. 28, a plan for addressing each of the SACS recommendations. The State Board then directs the RCC board to report each month to the State Board regarding the progress being made towards addressing those concerns.
The resolution also cautions the RCC Board of Trustees that since inappropriate action of the trustees regarding personnel matters could lead to immediate revocation of accreditation and a resulting loss of funds, the State Board and the Southern Association will scrutinize all personnel decisions made during this probation period.

Florida A&M provost to succeed Julius Chambers at N.C. Central
James Ammons Jr., provost at Florida A&M University, was unanimously approved by the UNC Board of Governors as the next chancellor at N.C. Central University. Ammons, 48, will start June 1 at a salary of $180,000. He will replace Julius Chambers, who is retiring. 

Ammons was responsible for a significant enrollment increase at Florida A&M and raised academic standards, UNC President Molly Broad said. "James Ammons brings to North Carolina Central University great energy, enthusiasm, and more than two decades of solid, progressive administrative experience within a major public university system," she said.
